	NOTE: When pushing the unit with the engine off, you will hear a ratcheting sound (gear noise) which is normal.
	NOTE: A warm engine may not require choking or to be primed.
	NOTE: See your engine manual packed with your unit for more detailed instructions.
	NOTE: After starting and prior to using the tiller for the first time, be certain to check the clutch adjustment as described in “Checking the Clutch Adjustment” section of the Assembly Instructions.
	NOTE: After the first ten hours of operation, recheck the clutch adjustment. Refer to final clutch adjustment in Assembly Instructions.

	NOTE: Make certain the gear selection indicator is correctly positioned before engaging the clutch handle. If it is between gears, the engine will stall.
	NOTE: Upon reassembly, make certain the belt is routed over the idler pulley and inside of belt keepers by engine pulley. See Figure 10.
